This will be the third Veterans History Project taping that Congressman Altmire has sponsored for western Pennsylvania
veterans. The Veterans History Project is the largest oral history program in United States history and collects first-
person accounts of military service in World War I; World War II; the wars in Korea, Vietnam, and the Persian Gulf; and
the current conflicts in Afghanistan and Iraq.
